I0 TH ANNIVERSARY OF UUWF

This year marks the 10th anniversary
of the Unitarian Universalist Womens Fed-
eration. To plaglarize a phrase ........
"You've come a long way, Baby! And we
certainly have when you consider that our
history dates back even farther than ten
years ago.

The Assoclation of Universalist 'Jomen
first organized in Buffalo, N.Y. in 1869,
where women attending the Universalist Bi
ennial Convention met separately and for-
med the first national organization of
church women in the United States, cal-
ling it the Viomen's Centenary Aid Associ-
ation.

The Alliance of Unitarian Women was
formed at Saratoga, N.Y. in 1880, By
1882, seventy-five churches had auxiliary
branches, and thelr first cooperative
project was the Post Office Misslon which
supplied tracts and mission materials for
church vestibules.

Separate but concurrent annual meet-
ings of the two groups met in CDicago in
May 1963, voting to merge into one asso-
ciation. The result .... The Unitarian
Universallist Viomen's Federation.

The 1973 Biennial Convention will be
held in Toronto, Canada May 28-30. To
celebrate the 10th anniversary, a special
dinner and dramatic presentation 1is plan-
ned by UUWWF Canadian Women at the First
Unitarian Church of Toronto.

The Central Midwest District UUWF
was formed in 1964, Joint meetings of
the Association of Universalist Women of
Illinois, and the Alliance of Unitarian
Women of the Western Conference were
held in the Universalist CHurch of Oak
Park in 1961 to explore the possibilities
of a future union. On Neoverber 20, 1964
a district meeting was held at Joliet,
adopting the revised by-laws and electing
the first CMDUUWF president, Lucille
Kazmark, 1964-1965. Margaret Harris was
president from 1966-1968; Betty King 1969
to the present.

A panel of several Unitarian Uni-
versalist ministers including Gene Kreves
of DuPage and Don King, Geneva will dis-
cuss marriare problems that need counsel-
ing and what help is offered to prospec-
tive marriace partners.

Small discussion groups will examine
the changing life styles of today. What
is the future of marriage? No longer 1is
it necessary for a woman to marry for fi-
nanclal support and sexual satisfaction.
No longer do men have to maery for social
status and sexual satisfaction. Perhaps
not every one should be married, Indi-
viduals of today have altermatives to the
